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8. Highway Superintendents Report – 
· Discussion was held concerning the purchase of a new plow truck.  As discussed in last month’s meeting, there were concerns being both pro and con of purchasing or leasing the vehicles.
Councilman Putney made a motion seconded by Councilman Duffy to lease the vehicle for one year and pay it off in 2018.  Discussion was held.


First suggestion was to wait and put it into the budget for next year.
Second suggestion was to purchase the vehicle outright without a lease.

Councilman Duffy removed her seconded to the motion of leasing the vehicle and Councilman Putney agreed with it.

Councilman Duffy made a motion second by Councilman Putney to purchase the truck chassis this year.

9. Liaisons

A. Campground

1. Grant for the campground expansion was completed and needed to be approved and submitted.

Councilman McNeil made a motion seconded by Councilman Duffy to ask Supervisor Armstrong to sign the grant application and submit the application with a $100.00 check to the RVRDA.

Internet System

Tom Manley, our IT person, stated that we were paying $84.95 a month for internet service 7 Mbps x 768 Kps. He would like to increase it to a 60 Mbps x 5 Mbps Business Internet for $99.99 with a $99.00 installation fee to include the modem.

For the Highway Department, the town would be putting in a small internet service because the highway didn’t need as big as the Town Hall needed for $79.00 with a $99.00 installation fee to include the modem.

Councilman McNeil made a motion seconded by Councilman Duffy to install the new internet service for Town Hall for the cost of a monthly fee of $99.99 with an installation fee of $99.00 to include the modem. This motion was to include the Town Barn for a cost of a monthly fee of $79.00 with a $99.00 to include the modem.

D. Telephone System

Discussion was held concerning the telephone system at the town hall.  Mr. Manly stated the system was old and was starting to not work properly.  He had communicated with Verizon. The town’s cost from Verizon Wireless now was approximately $225.00. A new system would cost the town approximately $191.95 a month for the highway and town hall. Up front cost for two rotors and five phone lines would be $815.00. This was a onetime fee. There would be a one year warranty.  If the phone was damaged, the cost to replace a phone would be $155.00. Discussion was held to include the beach and campground. If this happened, the price for the service and equipment would be more.
Councilman McNeil made a motion seconded by Councilman Duffy to move forward with this telephone service.
