Discussion on the expansion of the water line west of the hamlet of Lisbon 

Randy Teele spoke for the six residents that were inquiring about having water lines installed west of the hamlet of Lisbon. His main interest was the cost for the expansion. Attorney Nash informed them that it would cost, for the engineers, approximately $113,000 to $120,000. The cost for the piping would be approximately $30,000 to $35,000. Mr. Teele asked if there was anything that could help them in the cost for this project. Supervisor Armstrong said he didn’t know.
Attorney Nash recommended that the Town of Lisbon hire Tisdel Associates by the hourly rate to get some answer on the project.

Mr. Teele asked if a committee could be formed, consisting of a couple of board members and a couple of residents, to investigate the feasibility of this project.
Councilman Winters made a motion, seconded by Supervisor Armstrong to appoint Councilmen Dailey and Putney to work with the residents to form a committee for this water extension.

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7.  Code Enforcement Officers



Supervisor Armstrong introduced Code Enforcement Officers: Tim Tuttle, temporary Code 


Enforcement Officer, and Chris Sherwin, new Code Enforcement Officer.


Code Enforcement Officer Tim Tuttle informed the board members that the Local Law # 

1 of 1989, Site Plan Review needed to be updated. He also stated that he would like to shorten the fees list for building permits, and make it less complicated. 

Mr. Tuttle asked for permission to exempt single family structures from site plan review, providing they meet setback requirements.
Code Enforcement Officer Tuttle also stated that the Town of Lisbon was the only township that charged for an Agricultural Building Permit.  He would like to have that changed from purchasing a building permit to getting a site plan review, as there is no charge for a site plan review. 
Councilman Putney made a motion, seconded by Councilman Winters to change the Agricultural Building Permits to only a Site Plan Review effective immediately.

There were other problems in the site plan review that needed to be corrected.

Code Enforcement Officer Tuttle informed the board that he would like to be taken off the payroll effective April 23, 2011. He stated that he will still be available to help in any matter as needed.

Code Enforcement Officer Sherwin informed the board that there were 10 building permits approved and 2 denied at the Planning Board on April 11, 2011. They were for 4 new houses, 2 new garages, and 4 miscellaneous buildings.

Code Enforcement Officer Sherwin also informed the board that he has sent out several letters for complaints on property maintenance.  Mr. Sherwin stated to the board that if he receives a complaint, concerning property maintenance, verbally or by mail the person must inform him what their name is, otherwise he will not accept the complaint.  He also stated that the name will be left confidential. He then will go to out inspect the property, take pictures and then send a letter to the person that owns the property. Mr. Sherwin asked if the board had any problems with this procedure.  They all stated no.  Supervisor Armstrong stated that if any of the board members receive a complaint, Mr. Sherwin is the person to speak with, and the individual’s name must be left.  Supervisor Armstrong also stated that Mr. Sherwin will act on this complaint. 
Code Enforcement Officer Sherwin asked the board if he could purchase a Code Enforcement badge. It was agreed that he should purchase a badge.
Supervisor Armstrong asked what jurisdiction a Code Enforcement Officer has. He was informed that the code enforcement officers can take pictures from the road, but cannot go onto the property uninvited. When people apply for a building permit the Code Enforcement Officer has a right to inspect the work that was done on the building.
Mr. Sherwin informed the board that they should look into buying office computer software programs to update the Code Enforcement Officer’s office, as everything is done by hand. Councilman Daily agreed that the town should come into the 20th century and requested Mr. Sherwin to get quotes for the program.
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8.  Approval of Abstracts
Councilman Winters made a motion, seconded by Councilman Putney to approve the abstract as stands. Supervisor Armstrong asked Highway Supervisor Dow if he had to get approval for high items for the highway department. Superintendent Dow felt it was $500.00. Town Clerk McBath said she would look into it.

COOPERATION AGREEMENT


Whereas, the national Affordable Housing Act of 1990 created new initiatives to produce and preserve affordable housing including the HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME), and

Whereas, the HOME Investment Partnerships Program will provide monies to states and local governments to fund affordable housing strategies, and 
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Con’t New Business - North Country HOME Consortium


Whereas, Section 216 (2) of the National Affordable Housing Act provides that a consortium of geographically contiguous units of general local government may apply for funding under the HOME Program, and


Whereas, the Town of Lisbon has determined that it is desirable and in the public interest to cooperate with the County of St. Lawrence, in order to participate in the North Country HOME Consortium comprised of the County of Jefferson, County of Lewis, and the County of St. Lawrence, to receive funding under the HOME program.


Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved that the Municipal Governing Board authorizes its Chief Elected Official to execute, on behalf of the Town of Lisbon, a cooperation agreement with the County of St. Lawrence to undertake or assist in undertaking housing assistance activities for the HOME Investment Partnerships Program.
