A.  Library Roof – Discussion was done.

5. New Business – 
A.  Fire Department – Land on Pray Rd. – No fireman was present, but it was reported that they are still interested in purchasing the property on the Pray Road.  It was stated that if they decided to sell the land the adjoining homeowners would have a chance to purchase 50’ or so as a buffer to their properties.
B. Chad Rice – New Horizon Wireless – Mr. Rice was present to inform the board members that the contract with New Horizon Wireless was up and he would like to renew the contract. 
Councilman Putney made a motion, seconded by Councilman Dailey to renew the contract with New Horizons (Chad Rice) pending Attorney Nash approval. The contract will start November 1, 2011 through October 31, 2012.

C. Donald Hassig gave a presentation on Persistent Organic Pollutants
D. The Old Agway Building – Water & Sewer – Town Clerk McBath informed the board that the owner of the old Agway Building on Church Street was receiving a bill from the Town of Lisbon for water and sewer and was receiving those services.  If a new owner for that property requested water and sewer, a new pump for sewer would need to be installed. Supervisor Armstrong stated that when water and sewer was installed in the town, the homeowner had to pay for these services, regardless if they were used or not. Town Clerk McBath asked if the board wanted to continue charging for water and sewer at the old Agway building. Discussion was held.

Councilman Dailey made a motion, seconded by Councilman Shoen to exclude this piece of property of paying water and sewer.

F. Dog situation from Fulton Road. – Town Clerk McBath informed the board that Dog Control Sue Siedlecki was asked by a Deputy Sherriff to go to a person’s residence on the Fulton Road concerning animal abuse.  She informed the deputy that she could not ticket anyone on animal abuse, they would have to. She did inform him that there were dogs there that weren’t licensed, so she could accompany him. When they arrived they found that all dogs were in good condition with the exception of one that had been attacked by another dog.  The owner of the dog was going to take the dog to a certain veterinarian, but the veterinarian would not accept the dog. The owner was then able to find another veterinarian to accept the dog.

Town Clerk McBath asked, in the future, if the dog control person had taken the dog from the owner to a veterinarian, who would cover the cost of the veterinarian and where should the dog go from there?
The board informed her that it was not the town’s responsibility. It was the owner’s responsibility.  If the dog control officer picked up the dog and took it to the veterinarian, the dog would then be taken to the shelter.  If the owner wanted the dog back, he or she would need to pay for the veterinarian cost of licensing and the pickup cost at the SPCA.
