Highway Superintendent Report 




A.
Highway Superintendent Dow informed the board that he had a 22 year old snowplow truck with over 300,000 miles on it with the cab and chassis in poor condition. It was not safe to be on the road. He would like to get a quote for a new truck without the harness on it. He felt the price would range around $120,000.00. The Town Board members asked for him to get a quote off the state bid for the next meeting.
B. Highway Superintendent Dow informed the board that the highway department ran more miles and used more material than last year.
C. Councilmember Dailey asked if the Wood Road, from the top of the hill after Millers’ Greenhouse on, could have the asphalt torn up and be returned to a gravel road. Highway Superintendent Dow stated that it would not be possible since it had a clay base.

Assessor Report – Steve Teele

Assessor Teele stated that he had not received our equalization rate yet.

Supervisor Armstrong and Assessor Teele both agreed that there was some property that was over assessed. It was also stated that there was some property that was under assessed. Assessor Teele stated that he will be looking into the problem.
9. Code Enforcement 

A. Code Enforcement Officer Sherwin informed the board that he will be using a carbon copy building application.
B. He also informed the board that the state was looking into whether or not the contractor working on the site had workmen’s comp. If an owner hired a contractor, the contractor would then need to complete the building permit and a BP 1form stating that he has workmen’s comp. If the owner was building something himself, then he had to state on the BP 1 form that he was doing the work himself.

C. Vehicle usages.  Code Enforcement Officer Sherwin would like to know if he could use the beach/campground truck when the beach and campground was closed.

Councilmember Putney made a motion and seconded by Councilmember Daley to approve the Code Enforcement Office use of the beach/campground truck when the beach and campground was closed, if the insurance allowed it.

Planning Board – Councilmember Duffy – It was explained to the Town Board members the difference between a Mobile Home and Manufacture Home.  A Mobile Home was a building that was built prior to June 15, 1976 or before. It would need to be certified from a certified installer that it was a sound home and safe to live in before it could receive a Certificate of Occupancy.

Councilmember Dailey asked if Zoning had been brought up at the recent Planning Board Meeting. Councilmember Duffy stated that there had been a little discussion.  Planning Board Member Rhonda Roethel suggested that he town look at other towns to see what they had done concerning zoning.

D. Campground – Campground closed for the season. Supervisor Armstrong stated that he had filed for a grant with the RVRA.  The total of the grant was $179,000.00.
E. Library Board – 
1. Supervisor Armstrong stated that a few shingles had come off the roof of the library.  He also stated that Town Clerk McBath had notified Premier Roofing, who had reported on the following day to do the repairs.
2. Discussion was held regarding the wage increase for the Librarian and helper.  Bill Dashnaw stated that he had been talking with the Comptroller Office regarding this issue. Possible ways to correct this are: 

a. The town would collect the taxes for the building, and own the building, pay the wages, pay the bills, and file the annual report. There be things that would  remain the same way as it was now.

b. The other way could be that the Library be responsible for all: pay their own bills, pay the wages, and file their own annual report.



The topic was still being investigated. 

F. Homecoming – Supervisor Armstrong stated that he had spoken with Committee Chairman Angie Bigalow.  He stated that the committee was asking for more volunteers.  Councilmember Duffy stated that the she would like to volunteer.  Supervisor Armstrong stated that the committee was looking into getting a mechanical bull. The owner would carry all insurances. Rhonda Roethel informed the board that the American Legion Ladies Axillary would like to get involved.  She would have Nancy McCullough contact Angie.

Report from Legislator – Legislator Akins
A. Was there a parking issue across the road from the Town Hall? Bill Dashnaw stated that it was a county highway, but this was a town issue. Bill Dashnaw stated that they were installed under the state standards, but if the town wanted changes this it was up to the town to do it.

Power Authority Land

Councilmember Dailey had made a request last month concerning the Power Authority Land that had been purchased and had not been purchased. Most of the land had been purchased by adjacent land owners, with the exception of four to six landowners along with the Putney Farm and Clements Farm. Assessor Teele stated that the way the land was assessed was way too high, and people had paid less for the land. 
Rhonda Roethel and Sharon Cook gave a presentation on the land that the Town of Lisbon owned on Sparrowhawk Point. They suggested that the land could be sold in parcels. They gave an example of the parcels and how they could be divided. They also suggested that two parcels in front of the campground might be groomed as a small golf course for the campground and others.

Councilmember Duffy suggested that the town have American 1 Realty set up the parcels to go up for sale with a fair market value. Councilmember Dailey recommended that the town consult with Attorney Nash before the land was turned over to American 1 Realty.
Councilmember Duffy made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Dailey to give this to American 1 Realty on the contingent approval from Attorney Nash.

Planning Board Member Rhonda Roethel spoke to the board members on turbines (water power). She requested the board to approve her as a planning board member to investigate water power. Ms. Roethel had spoken with Senator Ritchie concerning grant money for this project.  Senator Ritchie informed her that there was grant money out there for this.  This project would be set up beyond the boat docks at the beach.  If the town generated more power than was needed, the excess power could be sold to National Grid.
Councilmember Dailey made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Putney to approve Planning Board Member Rhonda Roethel to investigate water power.

13. New Business
A. Rabies Clinic – Town Clerk McBath informed the board members that the Town of Lisbon will be holding a Rabies Clinic on April 4th at the Lisbon Fire Hall.  The town can give rabies shots to dogs, cats, and ferrets. The county will provide the rabies serum and tags. The town will provide the syringe and needles.  The town will also pay for the Veterinary and Technician.  
B. Shredding documents – Town Clerk requested approval to shred documents that was over the status limitation.
