Bill Alexander – Alternative Power Systems
Mr. Alexander informed the board that the town was paying for too many meters. Some places had two meters, where they could be combined into one. Having so many meters was the reason for the high cost of delivery. He continued to report that he had just received the electric bills.  He would require time to scrutinize them in order to offer an opinion regarding whether or not solar power would save the town money.

Bradley Hart from New York State Deferred Compensation Plan
Mr. Hart gave a presentation to the Lisbon Board Members and guests concerning New York State Deferred Compensation Plan.  He asked the town to contact him if they were interested.

Safety Jo
It was agreed by all that the Work Place Violence Program Presentation worked well.  Safety Joe asked if there were any changes that needed to be done. There were no issues to be changed.


11.
Highway Superintendent Report
· Highway Superintendent Dow reported that he and Leo LaLone had inspected the trees on the Dezell Road and at Nevin Memorial Church.  He commented that they needed to be trimmed and/or removed.
· The culvert for the Hall Road had arrived.  It will be installed as soon as the corn was taken off the field next to it..
· The new truck was at least half harnessed. There were questions in the abstract concerning the equipment on the new truck. Before the truck can be licensed it needed to be reweighed (because of the new equipment installed) and revalued.
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12.
Library Parking Lot
· Highway Department informed the board that the chip sealing company will be in the area. He felt that this would be better than just sealing the parking lot. It would also last much longer than just sealing.  By chip sealing, the highway department would not be able to strip the lot because of the loose stones until next year. Also the parking lot would not be able to be used until the following day.

The price for chip sealing would cost between $3500 to $4000. The life time of the procedure would be a onetime only, because of the use of the parking lot.

Code and Enforcement Officer – Chris Sherwin

Recommendations by the Lisbon Town Board that Mr. Sherwin rewrite a couple of items in Local Law # 1 – 2012.  He informed the board that in the current site plan there was nothing that the Town of Lisbon could do to penalize someone who did not obey the Local Law. Mr. Sherwin would like to amend the local law that if someone did not maintain their property after receiving a ticket, either the highway department or a contract business would go in and clean it up. The land owner would then be billed accordingly.  If the bill was not paid within a specific time frame, the cost would be forwarded onto the land owner’s property taxes. Attorney Nash stated that if the town did this, the ticket would need to go to the Supreme Court.

Councilmember Putney made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Duffy to approve Code Enforcement Officer Chris Sherwin to re-write the Site Plan for a Local Law and submit it to the Town Board.

Planning Board – Councilmember Duffy: There was a discussion on the Ron Bush application.  The Planning Board decided to table this application until the next meeting.  At that time, if the Planning Board had not made a decision, the application would be passed without any questions.



Councilmember Duffy asked how the town board could change the site plan for building on less than an acre.  Attorney Nash said the town had to do a local law.

Campground – Mike O’Neil

Mr. O’Neil stated that he had 26 reservations next year already for the camp ground.

He also stated that he had spoken with a representative from the American Legion, Fire Department, and Lions Club to meet with them possibly in October to discuss next year’s Homecoming. It would then be sent to Ms. Moore to see if she was interested in matching the offer. If no response was received by her, it would then be posted for 30 days, permissive referendum.
