Steven Teele – Assessor
Mr. Teele was asked what the assessment was on land that was tillable and non-tillable.  He replied that tillable land was assessed at $500.00 an acre while non-tillable land was $400.00 an acre. Councilmember Dailey asked how many farms were assessed under this amount and how many were not.  Mr. Teele stated that there were quite a few that

Chad Rice – New Horizons
Mr. Rice asked for the Lisbon Town Board to renew his contract to have his antenna on top of the water tower again for another year. Discussion was held regarding the ability to get internet service for the campground.  It was decided that he needed to get some information to the town board on how this can be done. Until then, they would renew his contract for one more year.

Highway Superintendent Report
Highway Superintendent Dow informed the board that one of the new loaders had arrived, and stated that it was better than it was quoted.
Highway Superintendent Dow stated that he had a conversation with Augie Bonno concerning some large maple trees that had been removed from his property. Mr. Bonno requested the town to pay him for 6 cords of wood at $60.00 a cord.  Highway Superintended Dow checked with his men and stated that they did not cut any large maple trees when they were reconstructing the road. The only thing that was removed from the area was brush that had been cut.
2012 road plan was all completed with the exception the replacement of the last metal bridge on the Ballantine Road. They ran out of money and time.

He thanked the Town Board for working with him.

Report from Legislator Mark Akins
Legislator Akins stated that the Legislators had the tentative budget down from 19.08 to 12:06. True value of property rate as it stood will go from 8.7 to 9.8. There was more discussion on the county budget.
He also stated that there was a question on Bed Tax. Legislator Akins stated that people were upset that Lisbon and Oswegatchie did not submit Bed Tax. The board members commented that they knew nothing about it. Mr. Dashnaw stated that it was the businesses that should submit the Bed Tax.  He was not sure it was the town’s responsibility.

Councilmember Putney stated that he attended the Planning Board Meeting as Councilmember Duffy was unable to.  He stated that Glenn Harris had not formally resigned from the Planning Board. Supervisor Armstrong stated that he had not received anything either. Pat Madlin verbally stated that he would resign when the Town Board had a replacement for his position.  Attorney Nash stated that the town could not look for a replacement until Mr. Madlin formally resigned. At that time, the position would be available.

Attorney Nash would draw up the purchase offer of $40,750.00 between the Fire Department and the town. After acceptance it would be sent to Robin Moore for first refusal.  She will have 30 days to respond. After the 30 days it would go up for subject of permissive referendum. If no response then the Lisbon Fire Department would be able to purchase the land.




The Town of Lisbon received an invoice for $750.00.  This amount will be forward to the Lisbon Fire Department. The amount was within the $40,750 total.
