Campground – Closed for the Season


Discussion was held concerning campground: 
· For Camper to be guaranteed a campsite

· Camping for 1 to 6 nights will need to be paid in full when reserving the dates.
·  Camping for 7 to 31 nights will require a deposit of 50% when reserving the dates and the remaining 50% when entering the park.

· Camping for 32 nights or more (Seasonal campers) will need to paid one month in advance when reserving, then one month when entering the park. The following payment will be due the first of every month after that while in the park, or pay the full amount.

· Emergency Cancelations – to receive a refund will be at the discretion of the Town Board Members.

Cancelations to receive a refund:

· Weekends - Need to notify the campground 3 days prior to arrival

· 31 days the campers may receive a partial refund if notified 2 weeks prior to arrival.

· 31 days or more the campers will receive a full refund for one month if notified one month before arrival and the campground manager is able to rent that campsite that was reserved.
