Meeting called to order at 7:05 p.m.

Minutes for the meeting of Feb. 10, 2014 were approved as presented.  (No meeting for March 2014)

Old Business:

1. Ryan Amo – Site plan for conversion of existing garage at #6925 CR 10 approved subject to completion of SEQR form.

New Site Plan Reviews:

1. Thomas Grant-Approved: plan to convert single family residence @ 675 Old State Rd. to completion of SEQR form.

2. Ellen Mills – Tabled:  Plan to sell used golf carts at 10223 SH 37-lake of information on possible buildings/shelters/signage on site as well as driveways/parking

3. Alysse Miller - Disapproved – plan to have 2 RV sites located at 10 Rich Mill Drive and to have them occupied for durations exceeding 1 month.  Property is too small to meet code requirements for water & septic systems as well as setbacks from surrounding properties.

4. Tim Flack – Approved: plan to build 110 x 160 ft. free stall barn at 63 Flack Road.

5. Bill Briggs – Tabled: plan to use existing garage at 225 Wood Rd. for auto repair-lack of information on parking, signage, & SEQR form.

New Business:


Chair discussed the collapse of a roof on a structure that was approved to see auto parts (though this had never occurred).  He felt that the Board should require the CEO to do an inspection of all preexisting structures for which an application was made to operate a business (that was open to the general public) to determine structural integrity and safety considerations.  It was agreed that this should be a part of future site plan review procedures.  General discussion that the Planning Board should have at least one representative for future hires for the Code Enforcement Officer position.  Mr. McNeil agreed with this suggestion and would bring the issue up at the next Town Board meeting.
