9. Report from Legislator – Legislator Akins
Legislator Akins stated that he had just returned from Albany from a NYSAC meeting.  He wanted to inform the board of what had occurred at that meeting.
· Pension Funding had been approximately 2%.  It was raised to 11% recently and will continue to rise to at least 25% within the next 3 years. 
· Economically Development – Legislator Akins will be having two to three meetings a month with the IDA boards, Ogdensburg, and with various people in the community.  He would like the Lisbon Town Board to look at four to five projects that need to be worked on.  Since Ogdensburg has presented some good projects, he doesn’t want Lisbon to be left out.
· Legislator Akins stated that this Legislator Board is looking to the philosophy of staying away from Micro-management. They do not want to get into the day by day activities, but stay on the philosophy side of policy making.
Councilman Dailey questioned where the Town of Lisbon stands on the revenue of sales tax?  He was hoping that the Legislators were looking into not raising sales tax, ie. gasoline and other goods. Legislator Akins said he would get back to him on amounts and also stated that the State Legislation was not interested in an increase in sales tax.

RESOLUTION # 3

RESOLUTION FOR 

TIME WARNER CONTRACT

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of the Town of Lisbon Finds that: 

1. Time Warner has substantially complied with the material terms and conditions of its existing franchise and with applicable law; and

2. The Quality of the Time Warner services, including signal quality, response to customer complaints and billing practices has been in light of community needs; and

3. Time Warner has the financial, legal and technical ability to provide these services, facilities and equipment as set forth in its proposal attached; and

4. Time Warner can reasonably meet the future cable-related community needs and interests, taking into account the cost of meeting such needs and interests.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT THE BOARD OF Town of Lisbon hereby renews the cable television franchise of Time Warner in the Town of Lisbon for ten (10) years commencing with the date of approval by the Public Service Commission and expiring ten (10) years hence.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of the Town of Lisbon hereby confirms that this Franchise Renewal Agreement replaces the original franchise last amended on March 1, 2011.

The foregoing having received a  4  vote was thereby declared adopted.
