Report concerning Power Authority – Supervisor Armstrong informed the board that he had spoken with Mark Slade several times in the last week.  Supervisor Armstrong stated that he had asked Mr. Slade if the Power Authority would have the engineers do the plans for the second phase of the campground.  There seemed to be a misunderstanding, and Mr. Slade will be meeting with Supervisor Armstrong.  Supervisor Armstrong stated that he wanted to have one other board member attend this meeting.  They will also be speaking with Mike O’Neil during a telephone conference. Councilman Dailey said he would be there at the meeting.

A.
Concerns on drainage in Red Mills.

Supervisor Armstrong stated that he had spoken with Joe and Donna Maloney and Marty Ryan concerning drainage in Red Mills.  He had also spoken with people from DEC. DEC informed him that it was a little redundant to wait from Sunday to Wednesday to look into this matter.  Someone from DEC informed Supervisor Armstrong that nothing could be done because of the fresh snow. Supervisor Armstrong also stated that he was informed by residents that there was brown stuff on top of the ice.  Supervisor Armstrong stated he did not know what the brown stuff was as he was not there; he was only going on what he was told. Mrs. Maloney stated that they were going to have their water tested. She was informed the only thing it could be was manure or debris from dead animals.  The DEC stated that they were going to try to have it tested, but it was with a different department who was doing the investigation.
Town of Lisbon has nothing to do with this case.  It is in the hands of the DEC.

Lawrence Cemetery – Ed Foote would like to tap the maple trees in the Lawrence Cemetery.  The board discussed the request. Due to liability, the board is turning down his request.

Westelcom – Town Clerk McBath brought to the attention of the board members that the cost of having Westelcom as our web page maintenance is $206.47. Town Clerk McBath stated that she would be maintaining the web page for the Fire Department, Town Board Minutes, and the Planning Board Minutes.  It would be arranged that the Library Board and Recreation committee could maintain their web page through this program.

Rabies Clinic - Town Clerk McBath and Supervisor Armstrong informed the board that the Town of Lisbon and the Lisbon Fire Department would hold a rabies clinic on March 16 from 6 PM to 8 PM at the Lisbon Fire Department. It was agreed upon that if there was a profit, it would be donated to the Lisbon Fire Department.

Water Line Extension
Attorney Nash informed the board on how to extend the water services without extending the district, and without forming a new district. Attorney Nash suggested that the board invite the six homeowners that are involved in this, to the April 13th meeting to discuss this in open session concerning the expense of this project. It was agreed that the homeowners would be invited to the meeting. Supervisor Armstrong asked if the Water District would be responsible for the piping to the dwelling or to the curb side.  Attorney Nash said the owners would be responsible from the curb side, to the dwelling, and into the dwelling.

Supervisor, Town Clerk, and Supervisor Bookkeeper Bond

Supervisor Armstrong informed the board that the Supervisor, Town Clerk and Supervisor Bookkeeper are only bonded for $100,000.00.  Town Clerk McBath has called the insurance agent to find out what the cost would be if the amount was increased to $500,000.00. This will be discussed at the next meeting.
