· The construction on the wiring was almost completed.  Blacktopping was the only item left to be completed. They will be ready soon for an approval of completion.

· Supervisor Armstrong stated that there was a problem with the power in the trailer for the office. Somewhere there was a short.  The consensus was that new wiring should be laid from the old bath house to the trailer. Councilman Dailey asked if that was something that needed to be bid out or could the town do it.  Supervisor Armstrong stated that if possible the Highway Department could dig a trench 2 feet deep and lay the wiring. Collins-Hammond could hook up the connection. Whether or not the wire would be run in conduit would be at the discretion of the town board.  If the town did the work it would cost $2700.  If it was bid out, the cost could be $14,000.
Councilman Winters made a motion, seconded by Councilman Shoen for our Highway Department to do the digging and provide the sand for the rewiring from the old bath house to the trailer.  Collins – Hammond will do the connection.  It was also agreed that the wire would be put in conduit.  The cost would not exceed with the exception of the cost of the conduit.

Councilman Winters reported that the county paid and insured the employee.  The town would not be liable for anything. All members agreed that it would be a good idea. The Office of the Aging employee would work at the the beach and then as maintenance person for the town hall and library.

WHEREAS, economic developers throughout St. Lawrence County have emphasized the need to improve the infrastructure with in our region to promote easy access to markets and suppliers, and 
WHEREAS, the Ogdensburg Bridge & Port Authority has maintained the bridge crossing the St. Lawrence River at Ogdensburg for 50 years, and 

WHEREAS, this river crossing enables materials and personnel to cross easily from Canada to Northern New York to conduct business and promote commerce between the two regions, and
WHEREAS, after fifty years of use the bridge is in need of repairs, and with the high cost of materials for such a large project several layers of government funding will be needed, and

WHEREAS, without this funding any reduction in service will have adverse effect to those shippers in the North Country region and could cause higher costs for businesses located in St. Lawrence County, and will adversely affect Canadians shopping in St. Lawrence County, and


WHEREAS, up to 740 jobs will be created to rehabilitate the bridge, a much needed boost to the regional economy, and

WHEREAS, The North Country Freight Needs Study that was commissioned by the New York State Department of Transportation and published in 2010 recommended that the Ogdensburg International Bridge connect to the proposed Interstate 98 through the construction of a four-lane spur, and


WHEREAS, the construction of Interstate 98 will help to transform the entire North Country economy,
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators supports the rehabilitation of the Ogdensburg-Prescott International Bridge, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT A COPY OF THIS RESOLUTION BE FORWARDED TO Governor Andrew Cuomo, United State Senators Charles Schumer and Kristen Gillibrand, Congressman William Owens, Senators Patricia Ritchie and Joseph Griffo, and Assembly Members Addie Russell and Ken Blankenbush

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RESOLUTION # 9

SUPPORTING FOR LEGISLATIVE ACTION LEADING TO THE AUTHORIZATION OF ADDITIONAL CANCER PREVENTION EDUCATION FOR THE CITIZENS OF ST. LAWRENCE COUNTY

  WHEREAS, the incidence of cancer within the Town of Lisbon is of concern to the members of the Lisbon Town Board, and

  WHEREAS, dioxins, polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs), dichlorodiphenyltrichloroethane (DDT), brominated flame retardants, including polybrominated diphenyl ethers (PBDEs) and other similar chemicals known as persistent organic pollutants (POPs) have been classified as reasonably anticipate to cause cancer in humans by the National Toxicology Program of the National Institute of Environmental Health Sciences, and

  WHEREAS, POPs accumulate in the body fat of organisms at the top of food chains and thus contaminate all animal fats, and

  WHEREAS, eating a balanced diet containing only small quantities of animal fats, will reduce POPs exposure, thereby reducing disease risks associated with POPs exposure, including cancer, cardiovascular disease and type II diabetes, and

  WHEREAS, public health education is one of the most efficient, effective, and least expensive methods available for reducing disease risks,

  NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Town of Lisbon encourages the St. Lawrence County Legislature to provide direction to the County Public Health Department so as to motivate the inclusion within its cancer prevention educational program of a message designed to educate the citizens of St. Lawrence County concerning the disease risks associated with ingesting POPs carcinogens via the consumption of animal fats.
