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8. Report from Legislators – Mark Akins

Legislator Akins left some information with the town clerk to be copied and given to the Town Board concerning approximating 60 positions that have been eliminated from the county.  Out of 10% of the staff that have been laid off in the past year to year and a half, seven of them have been management positions. If someone leaves the county an individual employment the position will not be filled by someone new, but rather by an individual with in the county.
The county is also discussing privatizing two departments:  The Solid Waste and the Planning Department.  They would be set up like the IDA. If the services are not used, they would not require payment.

project will be completed by the end of the 2011. Superintendent Armstrong restated that the only reason this turnaround would be constructed would be for the snow plow, emergency and safety vehicles and the school bus.  It would be up to Mr. Bonno to give the approval for other people to use this turnaround.
Highway Superintendent Dow stated that roads are still being blacktopped, but the process had to stop as the paver had broken down.  When it is repaired he will return to black topping. The Tuck Road was not on the original road plan, but had to have necessary work done on it.  Therefore, part of the Pray road will not be completed as in the original road plan to accommodate for this.
