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7. Lights On the River – Scott Wilhelm – Wanted to thank the Lisbon Town Board for the support they gave to Lights On the River.  Lights On the River Committee collected approximately $12,000 an increase of 70% plus from last year.  Also collected approximately $5,000 worth of food compared to last year of $600 to $700 worth. The money and food were donated to food pantries in Lisbon, Ogdensburg, Heuvelton, Hammond, and Waddington.  Mr. Wilhelm commented that Blevins Motors donated the use of a room to store the food. He felt that they had out grown the room, and will be seeking another room large enough to hold all the food they hope to receive next year.
The vehicles that went through the park increased from 2,000 to 3,000 this year. 

Mr. Wilhelm would like to ask for the use of the campground area again next year.

Councilmember Dailey made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Putney for the committee of Lights on the River to use the campground again in December 2012.

F. Library Board – Councilmember Shoen - Meeting is scheduled for next week – Councilmember Dailey stated that he was informed that neither the Town Clerk nor the town had yet received a key to the building.  He would like to suggest that since the town was responsible for the building, that the town should change the locks to the building and give them a key. Highway Superintendent Dow stated that he had received a key and would get a copy for the town.

H. Museum – No report as the museum is closed for the season.

I. Recreation – Councilmember Putney – Supervisor Armstrong asked for Mr. Dashnaw to speak on the matter of fund raisers.  Mr. Dashnaw informed the board and public that the town cannot have fund raisers since it was illegal.  The committees that were appointed by the town board could not have fund raisers. Example: if the committee purchased a pound of hot dogs and sold them, which was considered fund raising. Councilmember Dailey asked that if the committee sold the hotdogs to offset the expense for the referee, was that possible.  Mr. Dashnaw stated that it was still a fund raiser. Attorney Nash stated that a group of people could start up a business of their own, purchase the supplies, and sell the products. Then they could do what they wanted with the money. People that are affiliated with the town in any way (appointed or elected) could not assist by volunteering their work.  This group of people needed to realize the liability for this. Mr. Dashnaw will inquire with the examiners to see what the town’s option was and how other towns were working with this situation.
Supervisor Armstrong informed the board members that he will be meeting with Albertine and Currier and Robert McNeil on the following day to apply for a grant to help finish installing a more complete hookup at the campground.

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9. Report from Legislator – Legislator Akins
A. I98 – US Route 11 – Legislator Akins informed the board that they had in the past voted on a resolution to support I98.  He was asking if they still supported the I98 and would they consider supporting US Route 11 reconstruction.
RESOLUTION # 3 of 2012

SUPPORTING IMPROVEMENTS TO US ROUTE 11 BY THE NEW YORK STATE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION AND TO GIVE INITIAL PRIORITY TO THE CANTON-POTSDAM AREA

WHEREAS, the New York State Department of Transportation(DOT) intends on improving US Route 11 with $6.3 million in Federal Funds, and
WHEREAS, the Canton-Potsdam area of St. Lawrence County is arguably the area of greatest need, and

WHEREAS, other areas of US Route 11 corridor, within and outside of St. Lawrence County, are also in need of upgrade and improvement, and

WHEREAS, the Board of Legislators appreciates the work and dedication of the I-98 Supports and its long-term solutions, the upgrades and improvements to US Route 11 will have immediate, positive results,

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Legislators supports improvements to US Route 11 by the New York State Department of Transportation, and to give initial priority to the Canton-Potsdam area,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the copy of this resolution be forwarded to Governor Andrew Cuomo, DOT Commissioner Joan McDonald, Senator Patty Ritchie, Senator Joseph Griffo, Assemblywoman Addie Jean Russell, and Assemblyman Ken Blackenbush.
