Report from Legislators – Mark Akins

Legislator Akins informed the board that the county has started to working on 2013 budget. He stated that the county needed to receive more revenue or cut expenses. He was recommending raising the sales tax from 7% to 8%. The county did not know that if the sales tax was increased by the 1%, does the county need to keep the complete 1% or share it with the towns and villages as in the past.

Report from all Liaisons for committees


A.
Planning Board – Councilmember Duffy – There was no meeting, as of yet, this month.


B.
Campground – Councilmember Duffy wanted to know what the status was on the new grant from the RVRDA. Supervisor Armstrong informed the board that the town received the grant. The week after next the town will be notified how much it will be receiving, since the town did not receive the full amount that was applied for. This grant will be for installing new camp sites. When the money is received, the procedure for construction in the fall will begin.



Supervisor Armstrong informed the board that Councilmember Duffy will be working on the grant that the Tribal Council had already given to the town.  The grant was given because the town wanted to extend the boat docks. However, the DEC would not allow the town to do it. Now the town would like to extend the parking lot at the boat docks.  Councilmember Duffy will try to get the approval for this.



Councilmember Duffy asked if the beach and campground could purchase a used utility cart for use at the beach and campground. Supervisor Armstrong stated if the town could find a used utility cart that was affordable, he would approve it.




Councilmember Duffy questioned the fee to enter into the beach. She felt that $10.00 for residents to use the beach and picnic area was very reasonable. Supervisor Armstrong stated that he had numerous conversations with people who felt that they should not have to pay because they paid through town taxes. It was decided last year at budget time that residents would not pay to get into or use the beach.  Councilmember Duffy stated that in the future she would like to have it reinstated.




Councilmember Duffy stated she would like have the beach and campground advertised more so that more revenue would come in and help the beach and campground be self- supporting.




C. Library Board – Councilmember Dailey no meeting as of yet the month.
