RESOLUTION # 12 of 2012

PERSISTENT ORGANIC POLLUTANTS


WHEREAS, scientific knowledge supports the conclusion that exposure to persistent organic pollutants (POPs) imposes a significant quantity of disease risk throughout the industrialized world, and


WHEREAS, an effective strategy for minimizing the harm that will result from POPs contamination of the environment would be to minimize the exposure that people receive to POPs, and


WHEREAS, the general public is relatively unaware of the existence of the POPs disease hazard, and 


WHEREAS, public educational outreach providing warning of avoidable disease hazards is a well-established strategy for bringing about behavior changes that reduce exposure.


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Town Board authorizes the Supervisor to write to Dr. Christopher Portier, Director of the National Center for Environmental Health and Agency for Toxic Substances and Disease Registry of the Centers for Disease Control and create a POPs exposure minimization educational outreach for the residents of St. Lawrence County.
